WI~ereas, the Legal Aid Society of Orange County cmated a three-tier delivery service system in 1996 in 
an a t t t m  to fill the ''justice gap" by expanding the availability of legal serviw through the H O W ,  self- 
help clinic services, &d indepth le~a l  services; 

Whereas, since 1996, the Legal Aid Society of 0- County c-d with private attorneys on a 
rcdud-fe  basis to supplement staffattorney time in the supervision of the Hotline, as it serves as the 
Legal Aid Society of &ng County's centralized intake sy&rn to its legal services while functioning as 
the moderate income community referral system to the Legal Aid Society of Orange County's LBgal 
Resolutions Center; 

Whereas, the Legal Aid Society of Orange County, in parfnership with the Superior Court of Orange 
County, created I-CAN!TM Legal (Interactive Community Assistance Network), an Internet-based and 
kiosk-operated legal services symm designed to 6ffectively provide pro per litigants convenient and vital 
legal services by combmihg the efficiencies of self-trek technology with pro-fonal services of the 
private &Ir,
