before; Mr. Shea, if you would proceed to describe these
proposed regulations to us -~ what they do, why we have them,
and any comments we have received on them -- the Comrﬁittee
would appreciate it.

MR, SHEA: Thank‘yo_u,.Mrr. Chairman.‘ I will introduce
these with some brief i_“nt-rc;)'ductory remarks and then defer to
Ms., Glazow fO.If ;.51, shbsﬂt'é.i:r:f{‘ive discussion, Very briefly, we have
regulations, ._Q-n'el is a Part 1602 and the other is Part 1611,

The Part 1602 reé‘ulations, of course, relate to procedures for
disclos.-ure“c;t: information under the Freedom of Information Aect,
The regulations were published for notice and comment.

The c¢losing date for the comments wés last Monday, and
it is for that reason that it was not until really this morning
that you have our summary of the comments. We received three
comments, and we have offered what I think is a modest
proposal to address some of the comments we have received, 1
will at this point defer to Ms. Glazow to explain both the form |
and tenor of the comments and the rationale for our proposed
revision,

CHATRMAN WALLACE: Ms. Glazow, please proceed.

‘MS. GLAZOW: Basically, the changes to the FOIA reg

are made pursuant to the changes in the Freedom of Information
Diversified Reporting Services, Inc.
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Act that were part of the Reform Act of 1986. We basically
published the proposed regulation and received comments, As
Mr. Shea said, we received three comments from the U. S,
Department of Justice, Publie Citizen Litigation Group, the
National Clearinghouse for Lega_l,‘S_ervices.

(Copies of cdmmen};s d';iﬁstributed.')- ‘-

MS. GL-AZ(.)-W’:‘ """.;B;.ésically, the Justice Department urged
the Corporatiq'pr‘l';.to set forth in greater detail the procedures
and stgndglrffs té;‘be used in making fee waiver determinations.
They had p;'*;vided fee waiver policy guidance in a memorandum to
all the agencies, sub.ject to the FOIlA.

The Publie Citizen Group s-pecifiéally rejected the
Justice Department's guidance on the fee waiver standard as
being inconsistent with congressional intent. They also
criticized several definitions which were "commercial use
request™, "education in;titution" and "representative of the
news media" that were given in the guidelines issues by the
Office of Management and Budget.

They encouraged the Corporation to make its own
independent evaluation of the requirement of the legislation..
Finally, the Clearinghouse expressed concern over the OMB
definition of "representative of the news media".

As a result of analyzing these comments, the Office of
the General Counsel recommends inserting language in the fee
waiver section of the proposed regulation in order to provide
more significant guidance on the elements of the decision in
p'assing on fee waiver requests. The recommended additional
language salso ineludes a p';'.ovision ciarifying that the fee
waiver provi.s_ilo,nr'_i.s-j'§I;L'1:i)'ject to appeal in the same manner as

s

appeals from_d;én_iiél’s of records.

Th_"e;. .l:';acoﬁl‘mended new language is made availabﬁ to the
Board as 'a‘r"r:'.‘attachment to the memo that you have. The section
of the rule where the language is inserted can be found on page
69 of your Operations and Regulations Committee's Board book.

The inserted language is all underlined.

The Office of the General Counsel does not recommend

‘'departures from the definitions provided by OMB, as the

concerns raised by the Publie Citizen Group and Clearinghouse
about possible inacecurate interpretations of the definitions
are insufficiently supported.

That is what appears in your Board book at page 75,

and they were published in the Federal Register essentially

as final regulations on Wednesday, rMay 20, 1987. We have
received no comments or any other submissions in connection
with this,

MS. BERNSTEIN: 1 just have a question. It is not so
